3rd floor initiative starting in October 2021-balance is
$178,000.

We are in the home stretch of our campaign. The
Centennial Project is still in need of $198,000 in new gifts
and pledges in order to circumvent additional borrowing
for the last phase of construction in 2024-the completion of
the Chapel. After consultation with the diocese, and out of
an abundance of caution, we have capped borrowing and
are maintaining a minimum savings balance to cushion any
future bumps in economic conditions. Looking at our
pledge balance of $308,000, it is also very evident that we
are dependent on them being satisfied. It is never too late
to work on your intended gift!
