If you can
fulfill your pledge by the end of the year, it would
be greatly appreciated and will help us in
finishing the renovations at the school by
completing the chapel on the 3 Floor!

e FEach Fall, we complete a Spiritual Report for the
diocese on the life of the parish. It is extensive
but just a few stats that I think are interesting:

0 We had 26 weddings in 2023, think about
that...there are only 52 weeks in a year!

0 We had 36 deaths (the number for the
Mass of Remembrance included funerals
we did for non-parishioners)

O We had 63 baptisms in 2023/

A good way to think of this is that if you have more
baptisms than deaths, you are a thriving parish! As
we start a new Church year next weekend, remember
to pray daily for our parish!
